The Cause
As of July 10, 2009, more than 102,503 U.S. patients are currently waiting for an organ transplant.
The National Kidney Foundation Serving Colorado, Montan a and Wyoming is
committed to ensuring that there will always be donors available. Statistics indicate
that more than 50% of families say “no” to organ donation due to lack of information.
Today'’s success rates for kidney transplants are greater than 95%, and recipients are
able to lead active and productive lives. By sharing the impact of the U.S. Transplant
Games, the general public will more inclined to say “yes” to organ donation and
more lives will be saved.
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The Event
The 2010 U.S. Transplant Games will be held July 30" through August 4" in Madison Wisconsin.
The 2010 running of the Games is a true “Sports Spectacular,” representing
the eleventh gathering of these determined individuals. The five day competition is
open to individuals of all ages who have received a lifesaving organ transplant such as
heart, liver, kidney, lung or pancreas. Bone marrow recipients are also welcome to
participate. The games feature close to 36 events in more than a dozen sports: including
swimming, cycling, basketball, tennis, track & field, golf and bowling. The members of
TEAM ROCKY MOUNTAIN will compete for gold, silver and bronze medals. As in 2008,
when we celebrated the 53rd anniversary of the first successful transplant, additional features
of the 2010 Games will include new programs for children, donor recipients, donor families,
and prospective transplant patients-- addressing all aspects of transplantation and organ donation.
